Take some time to silently confess those times when you have not obeyed his 

commands and where you have not loved God according to the Greatest 

Commandment. 

 

Jesus went on in John 14:21 to say “Whoever has my commands and obeys them, he is the one who loves 

me.

Thank the Lord for how he has shown you himself and his love, including forgiving you for your sins and 

paying the penalty we owe by dying on the cross in our place, thereby redeeming all who trust in him.
